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what is Lent?  
Lent is a 40-day season to remember who we are through self-
reflection and to say no to something so we can say yes to God. 
It is a time to prepare for the sadness of Jesus’ death and to 
celebrate the hope of His resurrection at Easter. 

Lent begins on Ash Wednesday. We receive ashes in the form of 
a cross on our foreheads as a reminder of two things: (1) we are 
not perfect, but God is, and (2) we are loved and forgiven by 
Jesus.  

The last week of Lent is called Holy Week, when we remember, 
retell, and reenact the last week of Jesus’ life on earth.  

Then we remember Jesus’ death and celebrate the miracle of 
His resurrection at Easter! 

We remember, too, that we are known, loved, and not alone.  
Because God created us. Jesus is crazy about us.  

And the Holy Spirit goes with us everywhere.
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getting ready 
As a family, use the daily prayers and readings, along with the 
accompanying tools in your bag, to help you as you ready your 
hearts and minds for this season of saying sorry to God, coming 
closer to Him, and giving things away to honor Him. 

Prepare a special place — a sacred space — where you go to rest 
and remember, listen and wait, as you read God’s Word and talk 
to Him each day. 

Use the white cloth, purple ribbon, tea light candle, and wooden 
cross to create a “mini altar” at home just like we do in kids’ small 
groups.  

The white cloth helps us remember the holiness of God. 

The purple ribbon helps us remember the season of Lent. 

The candle helps us remember the Holy Spirit’s presence. 

The wooden cross to hold helps us remember Jesus’ love. 

Keep your devotional book and art cards nearby as you read 
and pray and remember.  

It is our prayer that during this season of Lent, you would allow 
your imagination to expand as you join Jesus in his journey to 
make all things right again through his death and resurrection — 
all because He loves you that much.

Write down on a strip of paper a word or phrase from the daily 
reading to remember throughout your day. Make a paper chain 
with those strips and hang it up, adding one more link each day.

Give thanks to the Lord for his kindness and abundant blessings.  
Listen and talk to Jesus about all the things you are thinking and 
feeling. Maybe things that have gone well or things that have not 
gone as you had hoped or things that are confusing?

ASH WEDNESDAY  

Take turns telling the familiar story of how God created the world and everything in it 
from Genesis 1-2. Then read the story of the terrible lie from Genesis 3.  

A reading from Genesis 3. 
1 The serpent was more clever than any of the wild 
animals the Lord God had made. The serpent said to the 
woman, “Did God really say, ‘You must not eat fruit from 
any tree in the garden’?” 
2 The woman said to the serpent, “We may eat fruit from 
the trees in the garden. 3 But God did say, ‘You must not 
eat the fruit from the tree in the middle of the garden. Do 
not even touch it. If you do, you will die.’ ” 
4 “You will certainly not die,” the serpent said to the 
woman. 5 “God knows that when you eat fruit from that 
tree, you will know things you have never known before. 
Like God, you will be able to tell the difference between 
good and evil.” 
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6 The woman saw that the tree’s fruit was good to eat and 
pleasing to look at. She also saw that it would make a 
person wise. So she took some of the fruit and ate it. She 
also gave some to her husband, who was with her. And he 
ate it. 7 Then both of them knew things they had never 
known before. They realized they were naked. So they 
sewed together fig leaves and made clothes for 
themselves. 

8 Then the man and his wife heard the Lord God walking 
in the garden. It was during the coolest time of the day. 
They hid from the Lord God among the trees of the 
garden. 9 But the Lord God called out to the man. “Where 
are you?” he asked. 

10 “I heard you in the garden,” the man answered. “I was 
afraid, because I was naked. So I hid.” 

11 The Lord God said, “Who told you that you were naked? 
Have you eaten fruit from the tree I commanded you not 
to eat from?” 

12 The man said, “It’s the fault of the woman you put here 
with me. She gave me some fruit from the tree. And I ate 
it.”
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13 Then the Lord God said to the woman, “What have you 
done?” 

The woman said, “The serpent tricked me. That’s why I ate 
the fruit.” 

14 So the Lord God spoke to the serpent. He said, 
“Because you have done this, 

“You are set apart from all livestock 
    and all wild animals. 
    I am putting a curse on you. 
You will crawl on your belly. 
    You will eat dust 
    all the days of your life. 

15 I will make you and the woman hate each other. 
    Your children and her children will be enemies. 
Her son will crush your head. 
    And you will bite his heel.” 

16 The Lord God said to the woman, 

“I will increase your pain when you give birth. 
    You will be in great pain when you have children. 
You will long for your husband. 
    And he will rule over you.”
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17 The Lord God said to Adam, “You listened to your wife’s 
suggestion. You ate fruit from the tree I warned you about. 
I said, ‘You must not eat its fruit.’ 

“So I am putting a curse on the ground because of what 
you did. 
    All the days of your life you will have to work hard. 
It will be painful for you to get food from the ground. 
18 You will eat plants from the field, 
    even though the ground produces thorns and prickly 
weeds. 

19 You will have to work hard and sweat a lot 
    to produce the food you eat. 
You were made out of the ground. 
    You will return to it when you die. 
You are dust, 
    and you will return to dust.” 

20 Adam named his wife Eve. She would become the 
mother of every living person.
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21 The Lord God made clothes out of animal skins for 
Adam and his wife to wear. 22 The Lord God said, “Just like 
one of us, the man can now tell the difference between 
good and evil. He must not be allowed to reach out and 
pick fruit from the tree of life and eat it. If he does, he will 
live forever.” 23 So the Lord God drove the man out of the 
Garden of Eden. He sent the man to farm the ground he 
had been made from. 24 The Lord God drove him out and 
then placed angels on the east side of the garden. He 
also placed there a flaming sword that flashed back and 
forth. The angels and the sword guarded the way to the 
tree of life.

Quirinius was governor of Syria. 3 Everyone went to their 
own town to be listed. 

4 So Joseph went also. He went from the town of Nazareth 
in Galilee to Judea. That is where Bethlehem, the town of 
David, was. Joseph went there because he belonged to 
the family line of David. 5 He went there with Mary to be 
listed. Mary was engaged to him. She was expecting a 
baby. 6 While Joseph and Mary were there, the time came 
for the child to be born. 7 She gave birth to her first baby. 
It was a boy. She wrapped him in large strips of cloth. 
Then she placed him in a manger. That’s because there 
was no guest room where they could stay.
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8 There were shepherds living out in the fields nearby. It 
was night, and they were taking care of their sheep. 9 An 
angel of the Lord appeared to them. And the glory of the 
Lord shone around them. They were terrified. 10 But the 
angel said to them, “Do not be afraid.

He is the 
Messiah, the Lord. 12 Here is how you will know I am telling 
you the truth. You will find a baby wrapped in strips of 
cloth and lying in a manger.” 

13 Suddenly a large group of angels from heaven also 
appeared. They were praising God. They said, 

14 “May glory be given to God in the highest heaven! 
    And may peace be given to those he is pleased with on 
earth!” 

15 The angels left and went into heaven. Then the 
shepherds said to one another, “Let’s go to Bethlehem. 
Let’s see this thing that has happened, which the Lord has 
told us about.”
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16 So they hurried off and found Mary and Joseph and the 
baby. The baby was lying in the manger. 17 After the 
shepherds had seen him, they told everyone. They 
reported what the angel had said about this child. 18 All 
who heard it were amazed at what the shepherds said to 
them. 19 But Mary kept all these things like a secret 
treasure in her heart. She thought about them over and 
over. 20 The shepherds returned. They gave glory and 
praise to God. Everything they had seen and heard was 
just as they had been told. 
21 When the child was eight days old, he was circumcised. 
At the same time he was named Jesus. This was the name 
the angel had given him before his mother became 
pregnant.

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28 Then Peter spoke up, “We have left everything to follow 
you!” 

29 “What I’m about to tell you is true,” Jesus replied. “Has 
anyone left home or family or fields for me and the good 
news? 30 They will receive 100 times as much in this world. 
They will have homes and families and fields. But they will 
also be treated badly by others. In the world to come they 
will live forever. 31 But many who are first will be last. And 
the last will be first.”

14 So then he told them plainly, “Lazarus is dead. 15 For 
your benefit, I am glad I was not there. Now you will 
believe. But let us go to him.” 

16 Then Thomas, who was also called Didymus, spoke to 
the rest of the disciples. “Let us go also,” he said. “Then 
we can die with Jesus.” 

17 When Jesus arrived, he found out that Lazarus had 
already been in the tomb for four days. 18 Bethany was less 
than two miles from Jerusalem. 19 Many Jews had come to 
Martha and Mary. They had come to comfort them 
because their brother was dead. 20 When Martha heard 
that Jesus was coming, she went out to meet him. But 
Mary stayed at home. 

21 “Lord,” Martha said to Jesus, “I wish you had been here! 
Then my brother would not have died. 22 But I know that 
even now God will give you anything you ask for.”
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23 Jesus said to her, “Your brother will rise again.” 

24 Martha answered, “I know he will rise again. This will 
happen when people are raised from the dead on the last 
day.” 

25 Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. 
Anyone who believes in me will live, even if they die. 
26 And whoever lives by believing in me will never die. Do 
you believe this?” 

27 “Yes, Lord,” she replied. “I believe that you are the 
Messiah, the Son of God. I believe that you are the one 
who is supposed to come into the world.” 

28 After she said this, she went back home. She called her 
sister Mary to one side to talk to her. “The Teacher is 
here,” Martha said. “He is asking for you.” 29 When Mary 
heard this, she got up quickly and went to him. 30 Jesus 
had not yet entered the village. He was still at the place 
where Martha had met him. 31 Some Jews had been 
comforting Mary in the house. They noticed how quickly 
she got up and went out. So they followed her. They 
thought she was going to the tomb to mourn there.
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32 Mary reached the place where Jesus was. When she saw 
him, she fell at his feet. She said, “Lord, I wish you had 
been here! Then my brother would not have died.” 

33 Jesus saw her crying. He saw that the Jews who had 
come along with her were crying also. His spirit became 
very sad, and he was troubled. 34 “Where have you put 
him?” he asked.

40 Then Jesus said, “Didn’t I tell you that if you believe, you 
will see God’s glory?”
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41 So they took away the stone. Then Jesus looked up. He 
said, “Father, I thank you for hearing me. 42 I know that you 
always hear me. But I said this for the benefit of the 
people standing here. I said it so they will believe that you 
sent me.” 

43 Then Jesus called in a loud voice. He said, “Lazarus, 
come out!” 44 The dead man came out. His hands and feet 
were wrapped with strips of linen. A cloth was around his 
face. 

Jesus said to them, “Take off the clothes he was buried in 
and let him go.”

13 “Lord,” Ananias answered, “I’ve heard many reports 
about this man. They say he has done great harm to your 
holy people in Jerusalem. 14 Now he has come here to 
arrest all those who worship you. The chief priests have 
given him authority to do this.”
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15 But the Lord said to Ananias, “Go! I have chosen this 
man to work for me. He will announce my name to the 
Gentiles and to their kings. He will also announce my 
name to the people of Israel. 16 I will show him how much 
he must suffer for me.” 

17 Then Ananias went to the house and entered it. He 
placed his hands on Saul. “Brother Saul,” he said, “you saw 
the Lord Jesus. He appeared to you on the road as you 
were coming here. He has sent me so that you will be able 
to see again. You will be filled with the Holy Spirit.” 18 Right 
away something like scales fell from Saul’s eyes. And he 
could see again. He got up and was baptized. 19 After 
eating some food, he got his strength back. 

Saul spent several days with the believers in Damascus. 
20 Right away he began to preach in the synagogues. He 
taught that Jesus is the Son of God.

He also turned over the benches of 
those who were selling doves. 13 He said to them, “It is 
written that the Lord said, ‘My house will be called a 
house where people can pray.’ But you are making it ‘a 
den for robbers.’ ”  

14 Blind people and those who were disabled came to 
Jesus at the temple. There he healed them. 15 The chief 
priests and the teachers of the law saw the wonderful 
things he did. They also saw the children in the temple 
courtyard shouting, “Hosanna to the Son of David!” But 
when they saw all this, they became angry.
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16 “Do you hear what these children are saying?” they 
asked him. 

“Yes,” replied Jesus. “Haven’t you ever read about it in 
Scripture? It says, 

“ ‘Lord, you have made sure that children and infants 
    praise you.’ ”  

17 Then Jesus left the people and went out of the city to 
Bethany. He spent the night there.

She learned that Jesus was eating at the 
Pharisee’s house. So she came there with a special jar of 
perfume. 38 She stood behind Jesus and cried at his feet. 
And she began to wet his feet with her tears. Then she 
wiped them with her hair. She kissed them and poured 
perfume on them. 

39 The Pharisee who had invited Jesus saw this. He said to 
himself, “If this man were a prophet, he would know who 
is touching him. He would know what kind of woman she 
is. She is a sinner!”
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44 Then he turned toward the woman. He said to Simon, 
“Do you see this woman? I came into your house. You did 
not give me any water to wash my feet. But she wet my 
feet with her tears and wiped them with her hair. 45 You 
did not give me a kiss. But this woman has not stopped 
kissing my feet since I came in. 46 You did not put any olive 
oil on my head. But she has poured this perfume on my 
feet. 47 So I tell you this. Her many sins have been forgiven. 
She has shown that she understands this by her great acts 
of love. But whoever has been forgiven only a little loves 
only a little.” 

48 Then Jesus said to her, “Your sins are forgiven.” 

49 The other guests began to talk about this among 
themselves. They said, “Who is this who even forgives 
sins?” 

50 Jesus said to the woman, “Your faith has saved you. Go 
in peace.”

A reading from Luke 22:1-6. 
1 The Feast of Unleavened Bread, called the Passover, was 
near. 2 The chief priests and the teachers of the law were 
looking for a way to get rid of Jesus. They were afraid of 
the people. 3 Then Satan entered Judas, who was called 
Iscariot. Judas was one of the 12 disciples. 4 He went to 
the chief priests and the officers of the temple guard. He 
talked with them about how he could hand Jesus over to 
them. 5 They were delighted and agreed to give him 
money. 6 Judas accepted their offer. He watched for the 
right time to hand Jesus over to them. He wanted to do it 
when no crowd was around.

A reading from Luke 13:1-17.

It was time for 
him to go to the Father. Jesus loved his disciples who 
were in the world. So he now loved them to the very end. 

2 They were having their evening meal. The devil had 
already tempted Judas, son of Simon Iscariot. He had 
urged Judas to hand Jesus over to his enemies. 3 Jesus 
knew that the Father had put everything under his power. 
He also knew he had come from God and was returning 
to God. 4 So he got up from the meal and took off his 
outer clothes. He wrapped a towel around his waist. 
5 After that, he poured water into a large bowl. Then he 
began to wash his disciples’ feet. He dried them with the 
towel that was wrapped around him. 

6 He came to Simon Peter. “Lord,” Peter said to him, “are 
you going to wash my feet?” 

7 Jesus replied, “You don’t realize now what I am doing. 
But later you will understand.” 

8 “No,” said Peter. “You will never wash my feet.” 
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Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you can’t share life 
with me.” 

9 “Lord,” Simon Peter replied, “not just my feet! Wash my 
hands and my head too!” 

10 Jesus answered, “People who have had a bath need to 
wash only their feet. The rest of their body is clean. And 
you are clean. But not all of you are.” 11 Jesus knew who 
was going to hand him over to his enemies. That was why 
he said not every one was clean. 

12 When Jesus finished washing their feet, he put on his 
clothes. Then he returned to his place. “Do you 
understand what I have done for you?” he asked them. 
13 “You call me ‘Teacher’ and ‘Lord.’ You are right. That is 
what I am. 14 I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your 
feet. So you also should wash one another’s feet. 15 I have 
given you an example. You should do as I have done for 
you. 16 What I’m about to tell you is true. A slave is not 
more important than his master. And a messenger is not 
more important than the one who sends him. 17 Now you 
know these things. So you will be blessed if you do them.

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FRIDAY 

A reading from Matthew 27:26-61. 
26 Pilate let Barabbas go free. But he had Jesus whipped. 
Then he handed him over to be nailed to a cross. 

27 The governor’s soldiers took Jesus into the palace, 
which was called the Praetorium. All the rest of the 
soldiers gathered around him. 28 They took off his clothes 
and put a purple robe on him. 29 Then they twisted thorns 
together to make a crown. They placed it on his head. 
They put a stick in his right hand. Then they fell on their 
knees in front of him and made fun of him. “We honor 
you, king of the Jews!” they said. 30 They spit on him. They 
hit him on the head with the stick again and again. 31 After 
they had made fun of him, they took off the robe. They 
put his own clothes back on him. Then they led him away 
to nail him to a cross. 
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32 On their way out of the city, they met a man from Cyrene. 
His name was Simon. They forced him to carry the cross. 
33 They came to a place called Golgotha. The word Golgotha 
means the Place of the Skull. 34 There they mixed wine with 
bitter spices and gave it to Jesus to drink. After tasting it, he 
refused to drink it. 35 When they had nailed him to the cross, 
they divided up his clothes by casting lots. 36 They sat down 
and kept watch over him there. 37 Above his head they 
placed the written charge against him. It read, 

THIS IS JESUS, THE KING OF THE JEWS. 

38 Two rebels against Rome were crucified with him. One was 
on his right and one was on his left. 39 Those who passed by 
shouted at Jesus and made fun of him. They shook their 
heads 40 and said, “So you are going to destroy the temple 
and build it again in three days? Then save yourself! Come 
down from the cross, if you are the Son of God!” 41 In the 
same way the chief priests, the teachers of the law and the 
elders made fun of him. 42 “He saved others,” they said. “But 
he can’t save himself! He’s the king of Israel! Let him come 
down now from the cross! Then we will believe in him. 43 He 
trusts in God. Let God rescue him now if he wants him. He’s 
the one who said, ‘I am the Son of God.’ ” 44 In the same way 
the rebels who were being crucified with Jesus also made 
fun of him. 
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45 From noon until three o’clock, the whole land was 
covered with darkness. 46 About three o’clock, Jesus cried 
out in a loud voice. He said, “Eli, Eli, lema sabachthani?” 
This means “My God, my God, why have you deserted 
me?” 

47 Some of those standing there heard Jesus cry out. They 
said, “He’s calling for Elijah.” 

48 Right away one of them ran and got a sponge. He filled 
it with wine vinegar and put it on a stick. He offered it to 
Jesus to drink. 49 The rest said, “Leave him alone. Let’s see 
if Elijah comes to save him.” 

50 After Jesus cried out again in a loud voice, he died. 

51 At that moment the temple curtain was torn in two from 
top to bottom. The earth shook. The rocks split. 52 Tombs 
broke open. The bodies of many holy people who had 
died were raised to life. 53 They came out of the tombs. 
After Jesus was raised from the dead, they went into the 
holy city. There they appeared to many people.
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54 The Roman commander and those guarding Jesus saw 
the earthquake and all that had happened. They were 
terrified. They exclaimed, “He was surely the Son of God!” 

55 Not very far away, many women were watching. They 
had followed Jesus from Galilee to take care of his needs. 
56 Mary Magdalene was among them. Mary, the mother of 
James and Joseph, was also there. So was the mother of 
Zebedee’s sons 

57 As evening approached, a rich man came from the town 
of Arimathea. His name was Joseph. He had become a 
follower of Jesus. 58 He went to Pilate and asked for Jesus’ 
body. Pilate ordered that it be given to him. 59 Joseph took 
the body and wrapped it in a clean linen cloth. 60 He 
placed it in his own new tomb that he had cut out of the 
rock. He rolled a big stone in front of the entrance to the 
tomb. Then he went away. 61 Mary Magdalene and the 
other Mary were sitting there across from the tomb.
