


 

A reading from John 10:1-10, 14-15. 
1 “What I’m about to tell you Pharisees is true. What if someone does not enter the sheep pen 
through the gate but climbs in another way? That person is a thief and a robber. 2 The one who 
enters through the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. 3 The gatekeeper opens the gate for him. 
The sheep listen to his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. 4 When he has 
brought out all his own sheep, he goes on ahead of them. His sheep follow him because they 
know his voice. 5 But they will never follow a stranger. In fact, they will run away from him. They 
don’t recognize a stranger’s voice.” 6 Jesus told this story. But the Pharisees didn’t understand 
what he was telling them. 7 So Jesus said again, “What I’m about to tell you is true. I am like a gate 
for the sheep. 8 All who have come before me are thieves and robbers. But the sheep have not 
listened to them. 9 I’m like a gate. Anyone who enters through me will be saved. They will come in 
and go out. And they will find plenty of food. 10 A thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. I 
have come so they may have life. I want them to have it in the fullest possible way. . . . 
14 “I am the good shepherd. I know my sheep, and my sheep know me. 15 They know me just as the 
Father knows me and I know the Father. And I give my life for the sheep.

A reading from Mark 10:13-16. 
13 People were bringing little children to Jesus. They wanted him to place his hands on 
them to bless them. But the disciples told them to stop. 14 When Jesus saw this, he was 
angry. He said to his disciples, “Let the little children come to me. Don’t keep them away. 
God’s kingdom belongs to people like them. 15 What I’m about to tell you is true. Anyone 
who will not receive God’s kingdom like a little child will never enter it.”

A reading from John 2:1-11. 
1 On the third day there was a wedding. It took place at Cana in Galilee. Jesus’ mother was there. 
2 Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. 3 When the wine was gone, Jesus’ 
mother said to him, “They have no more wine.” 
4 “Dear woman, why are you telling me about this?” Jesus replied. “The time for me to show who I 
really am isn’t here yet.” 
5 His mother said to the servants, “Do what he tells you.” 
6 Six stone water jars stood nearby. The Jews used water from that kind of jar for special washings. 
They did that to make themselves pure and “clean.” Each jar could hold 20 to 30 gallons. 
7 Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with water.” So they filled them to the top. 
8 Then he told them, “Now dip some out. Take it to the person in charge of the dinner.” 
They did what he said. 9 The person in charge tasted the water that had been turned into wine. He 
didn’t realize where it had come from. But the servants who had brought the water knew. Then 
the person in charge called the groom to one side. 10 He said to him, “Everyone brings out the 
best wine first. They bring out the cheaper wine after the guests have had too much to drink. But 
you have saved the best until now.” 
11 What Jesus did here in Cana in Galilee was the first of his signs. Jesus showed his glory by 
doing this sign. And his disciples believed in him.

A reading from Mark 6:30-44. 
30 The apostles gathered around Jesus. They told him all they had done and taught. 31 But many 
people were coming and going. So they did not even have a chance to eat. Then Jesus said to his 
apostles, “Come with me by yourselves to a quiet place. You need to get some rest.” 
32 So they went away by themselves in a boat to a quiet place. 33 But many people who saw them 
leaving recognized them. They ran from all the towns and got there ahead of them. 34 When Jesus 
came ashore, he saw a large crowd. He felt deep concern for them. They were like sheep without 
a shepherd. So he began teaching them many things. 35 By that time it was late in the day. His 
disciples came to him. “There is nothing here,” they said. “It’s already very late. 36 Send the people 
away. Then they can go to the nearby countryside and villages to buy something to eat.” 37 But 
Jesus answered, “You give them something to eat.” They said to him, “That would take more than 
half a year’s pay! Should we go and spend that much on bread? Are we supposed to feed them?” 
38 “How many loaves do you have?” Jesus asked. “Go and see.” When they found out, they said, 
“Five loaves and two fish.” 39 Then Jesus directed them to have all the people sit down in groups 
on the green grass. 40 So they sat down in groups of 100s and 50s. 41 Jesus took the five loaves 
and the two fish. He looked up to heaven and gave thanks. He broke the loaves into pieces. Then 
he gave them to his disciples to pass around to the people. He also divided the two fish among 
them all. 42 All of them ate and were satisfied. 43 The disciples picked up 12 baskets of broken 
pieces of bread and fish. 44 The number of men who had eaten was 5,000. 





A reading from Acts 1:2b-8 and Acts 2:1-4. 
2 Before Jesus left, he gave orders to the apostles he had chosen. He did this through the Holy 
Spirit. 3 After his suffering and death, he appeared to them. In many ways he proved that he was 
alive. He appeared to them over a period of 40 days. During that time he spoke about God’s 
kingdom. 4 One day Jesus was eating with them. He gave them a command. “Do not leave 
Jerusalem,” he said. “Wait for the gift my Father promised. You have heard me talk about it. 5 John 
baptized with water. But in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.” 
6 Then the apostles gathered around Jesus and asked him a question. “Lord,” they said, “are you 
going to give the kingdom back to Israel now?” 7 He said to them, “You should not be concerned 
about times or dates. The Father has set them by his own authority. 8 But you will receive power 
when the Holy Spirit comes on you. Then you will tell people about me in Jerusalem, and in all 
Judea and Samaria. And you will even tell other people about me from one end of the earth to 
the other.” 

1 When the day of Pentecost came, all the believers gathered in one place. 2 Suddenly a sound 
came from heaven. It was like a strong wind blowing. It filled the whole house where they were 
sitting. 3 They saw something that looked like fire in the shape of tongues. The flames separated 
and came to rest on each of them. 4 All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit. They began to 
speak in languages they had not known before. The Spirit gave them the ability to do this.

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A reading from Matthew 28:1-10. 
1 The Sabbath day was now over. It was dawn on the first day of the week. Mary Magdalene and 
the other Mary went to look at the tomb. 

2 There was a powerful earthquake. An angel of the Lord came down from heaven. The angel went 
to the tomb. He rolled back the stone and sat on it. 3 His body shone like lightning. His clothes 
were as white as snow. 4 The guards were so afraid of him that they shook and became like dead 
men. 

5 The angel said to the women, “Don’t be afraid. I know that you are looking for Jesus, who was 
crucified. 6 He is not here! He has risen, just as he said he would! Come and see the place where 
he was lying. 7 Go quickly! Tell his disciples, ‘He has risen from the dead. He is going ahead of you 
into Galilee. There you will see him.’ Now I have told you.” 

8 So the women hurried away from the tomb. They were afraid, but they were filled with joy. They 
ran to tell the disciples. 9 Suddenly Jesus met them. “Greetings!” he said. They came to him, took 
hold of his feet and worshiped him. 10 Then Jesus said to them, “Don’t be afraid. Go and tell my 
brothers to go to Galilee. There they will see me.”
